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In 19386, Dr. Sidney Bradford and his wife Goldie, traveled from
Dallas to Chicago for the World’s Fair. While there, they toured
the Marshall Fields Exposition Building. Within this massive
convention-style hall, a complete house was built (interior and
exterior), furnished and decorated. Marshall Fields’ aim was to
sell products such as towels, chairs, rugs draperies and,
incidentally, house plans. The Fair's theme, “Century of
Progress” meant many of the pieces on display as well as house
plans reflected progress and the future. Simultaneously, house
plans were built according to type, (e.g. Colonial, Cape Cod, Art
Deco, Georgian, Tudor ete.). Dr. and Mrs. Bradford bought the
house plans for a British colonial style house designed by noted
Chicago architect, Alfred Shaw.

Upon return from the Exposition, the Bradfords moved to Tyler
and began building the home in which they would live the
entirety of their lives. The local architecture firm Gregory and
Cates modified the World’s Fair plan to suit the Bradford’s
needs. For instance, the dining room fireplace and back
staircase were omitted. Additionally, some windows on the
facade were modified.

The interesting and seemingly antithetical themes of “progress”
and “architectural archetype” are simultaneously at play in the
Bradford’s house. The massive fourteen-foot, curved, bay
window in the kitchen enclosed banquette seating and a
futuristic kidney-shaped table. As an ode to progress, the table
was electrified and one could have the coffee pot right at the
table. The mantle in the living room has stylized molding and
grayish-purple marble from Vermont. The hand-troweled
plaster crown molding undulates in three sections to give the
impression of depth. The fluted pilaster strips flanking the
staircase, provide and interesting counterpoint to the futuristic
banister. The house was one of the first in Tyler to have air
conditioning and an automatic garage door.

As an architectural archetype, the house was considered
“British-colonial” or“Tasmanian.” At the Bradford home, this
style is seen in the large loggia on the back of the home (now
enclosed) and the massive Doric brick columns. According to



the family, Mrs. Bradford would have liked fluted Corinthian
columns, (a more Georgian look), but they were too expensive
and deviated from the plans. The Norman roofline and facade
are also of the British colonial style.

In 1938, the Bradfords moved into 2018 South College Avenue.
According to the family, the Bradfords owned property
including stables, down to Chilton Avenue. They raised two
children, Sally and Mary Lou, whose footprints can still be seen
in the concrete driveway. Per Mary Lou, Mrs. Bradford had the
children face the street while imprinting their feet because she
knew they would one day walk away from this house.

In June of 000, Casey and Kelley Brownlow stumbled upon the
home while in Tyler for a wedding. After almost four vacant
years, 2015 South College was purchased. Their first child,
George Philip Moore Brownlow, was born in early 2001 and the
family has been working together to improve the property.

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[n 1935 local architect, Henry Aisop, designed this English Tudor duplex as his
personal residence. The house was constructed by local builder H. E. White. The exterior
of the house features brick and stone with some stones jutting out like homs, giving the
structure a Gothic air. Other unique design characteristics include flower boxes built into
the stone walls on the lower level and a wall fountain on the front patio.

Qwned by twelve different individuals between1940 and 1984, the property
fell on hard times until it was purchased by Bob and Sherry Skorkowsky in 1984. They
hadthe daunting task of converting a run down, but potentizally lovely, duplex intoa single-
family residence.

They turned the upstairs living and dining room unto a Master Suite and the upstairs
kitchen became a Master Bath. Later, two downstairs bedrooms became the new dining
room and windows were turned into glass doors leading to the back patio.

In 1948 Sol Edelman had this Austin Stone home designed by Homer Lansberry
and built by Harry Oliver, Jr. In 1959 Will Mann and Gertrude Richardson purchased the
home.

A touch of whimsy graced the floor of the library. The hardwood floors were
originally covred with linoleum.

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The Fitzgerald House on Broadway was for sale for only a few days in 1999 when Rob and
Becky Wangner asked to see it. The house was in deplorable condition with overgrown trees
and brush almost hiding the house frem the street. Inside, a century of living had filled the
home and some rooms were closed off because debris was too deep Lo be open the doors.
Butthe Wangners saw the potential and after five months of sorting, boxing and bagging, three
generations of a family were revealed.

Builtin 1 898 by Henry B. Marsh, the house was sold to his law pariner, Judge ]. W, Fitzgerald
in 1901. Judge Fitzgerald, who lived in the house from 1901 until his death in 1938, played
avitalrolein Tyler"s early development and his wife, Mary Small Fitzgerald, wasa nationally
recognized poet and author. The Fitzgeralds had three children, two sons, Richard and James
W. Jr. and a daughter, Lois,

During WWII the house on Broadway became an unofficial USO. There were over 1000
letters from more than 100 servicemen and women with whom Lois corresponded.
Fitzgerald granddaughter Mary Lois returned to Tyler in 1961 and after her parents died,
she seldom left the house due to poor health, The family decision to sell it with contents intact
led to the discovery of the Fitzgerald legacy and it's preservation for the citizens of Tyler.

Designed by architect Shirley Simons as a Mediterranean Villa, this home was
built in 1932 for Mr. and Mrs. Sol Katz, Some of the otstanding features of this home are
curving arches, stained glass, wrought iron trim and brass sconces. The palladium style
windows were among the area's first of the steel casement type. The Italian tile fireplace
mantels reflect the Arts and Crafts movement. The floors are both hardwoed and slate, The
home contains many unaltered light fixtures and the roof is the original slate. One of the most
unusual features is a sunken bathtub in the master bathroom on the second floor. This was
unique in 1932 and a specialist came from St. Louis to design and install it.

In 1945 the home sold to J. Paul and Addie Bracken Price. They lived there for
32 years and then sold the praperty to their daughter and son-in-law James and Sally Sue
Price Fisher. The Fishers lived in it for another 13 years.

The current owners, Joe and Sandy Shepard, have owned the house for 23 years.
They have updated the house and redesigned and landscaped the back yard tocreate alovely
outdoor living space.

About 1934 George W. Allen, a widower with two grown sons, met Miss Bunch
Wilson of Omen. They married and in 1937 built this colonial revival house on the corner
of First and College. The house was constructed on the site of a previous frame residence
and diagonally across the street from what had been Tyler General Hospital. The three-
bedroom house had two baths upstairs and a powder room on the lower level. The house
originally had dark stained Gum woodwork and white stucco walls.

HISTORIC NAME:

The historic name ordinarily reflects one or more of the following:
