 Karen Land, a three-time 

participant in the 1,150-

mile Iditarod Sled Dog Race across Alaska, will 

visit the Tyler Public Library along with her dog 

Borage who is part of her team. While the  

Alaskan Husky works the crowd, Land will tell 

tales from the trail and discuss how she got  

involved with sled dog racing and what led her to 

participate in the sportôs most grueling race. The 

free event begins at 2 p.m. in the Libraryôs Taylor 

Auditorium. 

 

In March 2002, Land made her first appearance in 

the Iditarod and finished the race in just under 14 

days. She went on to compete in the Iditarod in 

2003 and 2004. Completing the icy 1,150-mile 

sled race is among one of the most difficult feats 

in all sports. More people have reached the  

summit of Mount Everest than have made it to the 

Iditarod finish line behind a dog team.

After he was taken in and nursed 

back to health by the people of an impoverished 

Pakistani village, Mortenson promised to return 

one day and build them a school. From that rash, 

earnest promise grew one of the most incredible 

humanitarian campaigns of our timeðGreg  

Mortensonôs one-man mission to counteract ex-

tremism by building schools, especially for girls, 

throughout the breeding ground of the Taliban.
