No booth space is 

guaranteed.  In the event a category is full your check/money order will be returned to 

you. No personal checks will be accepted after March 9, 2012 only cashiers check or   

money orders will be accepted. 

     All applications are subject to approval.  If  your application is accepted, a               

confirmation email or letter will be sent to you listing your booth space location and   

number.
