1.3 PRE-BID CONFERENCE

A. A pre-bid conference will be held on September 3, 2020 at 10:00 A.M. at Faulkner Park, 410 W. Cumberland. If it is raining, we will meet at the lower bathroom pavilion of the baseball complex there at Faulkner Park. Phone number 903-531-1370. The pre-bid conference is not mandatory for all general contractors wishing to submit a bid for the project. It is recommended that all contractors coordinate with Park Staff to visit the site for any and all issues in regards to construction. 

1.4 BID SECURITY

A. Provide Bid Bond Security as specified in Capital Improvements Projects documents Instructions to Bidders.

1.5 BIDS RECEIVED

A. Bids will be received on a line item and lump sum basis and shall be included with a formal bid proposal with accompanying documents outlined below. The City reserves the right to award the contract to any Bidder, thus reserving the right to reject any or all bids and waive any technicalities or formalities in connection with the receipt of proposals and awarding of the Contract. The City will not be breaking up the line item bids to be awarded to multiple bidders. This is only for allowing for striking out a line items in regards to funding so that a portion of construction will continue to happen. There are two different sets of bathrooms that are being considered. If funding is available for both sets of bathrooms, both upper and lower, then the lowest bidder for both projects will be awarded the bid. If both projects don’t allow to be done together because of lack of funding, the City will choose the project that is best for the City to move forward with and the second bid will be thrown out and will have to be rebid in the future. 

1.6 BID PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS

A. General Proposal Requirements

1. Submit a cover letter, maximum of 1 page, containing company name, contact name, address, fax number, and contact name’s email address.
2. Submit a completed Form of Proposal outlined in specifications Form 3-39.
3. Submit bid/proposal outlined in specification section.
4. Submit a Safety Record and Financial Statement outlined below.
5. Submit supplementary information outlined below.

B. Supplementary Information Requirements

1. EXPERIENCE WITH PROJECTS (WITH REFERENCES)

a. The data to be provided under this section should include, as a minimum, the satisfactory completion of at least 3 projects with similar cost factors within the last five years. Provide contact information for each project.

2. COMPANY PROFILE AND GENERAL EXPERIENCE (WITH REFERENCES)

a. The data to be provided under this section should include the following:

i. Organizational structure (corporation, partnership, etc.)
ii. Number of years in business under the current name.
iii. Primary type of construction performed by Contractor.
iv. List and describe any litigation, arbitration, or claims filed by your firm against any project owner or engineer as a result of a contract dispute and their current status.
v. List and describe any litigation, arbitration or claim filed against your firm by any project owner or engineer as a result of a contract dispute and their current status.
vi. List and explain any termination from a project other than successful completion and acceptance of a project by the project owner.
vii. Attach any other pertinent information that you believe may help the City of Tyler to fairly evaluate the ability of your company to complete the proposed project.

3. ABILITY/COMMITMENT TO RESPOND TO CITY NEEDS IN A TIMELY FASHION

a. The data to be provided under this section should include the following:

i. Number of projects currently under contract.
ii. Describe ability to contact key personnel and anticipated response times outside of regular business hours should an emergency situation develop related to the Contractor’s work on the project.

4. SAFETY RECORD AND FINANCIAL STATEMENT

a. The Contractor may submit any pertinent information relating to the Contractor’s financial stability and safety record but all submittals should include the following:
i. Safety Record:
A. Number of days, as of submittal of this Proposal, without a “lost time” accident.
ii. Financial Profile:
A. Provide the Contractor’s most recent audited financial statement with this Proposal with all necessary contact information.

The City of Tyler will consider the qualifications of the Contractors and the proposed                                                                                               contract price to determine which Contractor, in the opinion of the City, will provide the best value to the City of Tyler.
B.   	Lowest bidder will be the only criteria unless there are issues related to a particular 	vendor as outlined with our Purchasing Department. 
1.8	AWARD OF CONTRACT
A. 	         It is the intent of the City of Tyler to award this contract to the Contractor who provides the best value for the City as determined when considering the relative importance of cost and other evaluation factors described above. The City reserves the right to adopt the most advantageous interpretation of the Proposals submitted in the case of ambiguity or lack of clearness in stating Proposal prices, to reject any or all Proposals, and/or waive formalities. The bid will go before Council on October 14th, 2020 for approval, unless unforeseen circumstances cause this item to be pushed out further.
	B.	The Contractor shall designate a Job Superintendent to take overall responsibility for the 		project. The person shall remain on the job during the period of construction. The job 			superintendent will be named on the bid form.
	C.	A cashier’s check, certified check, or acceptable bidder’s bond payable to the Owner in 			an amount not less than 5% of the largest possible total for the bid submitted, including 			the consideration of possible add alternates must accompany each bid. This bond 			guarantees the Contractor will sign a contract within fifteen (15) days after being 			notified of selection for the award of the Contract. If the undersigned bidder defaults 			the bid security will become the property of the Owner. A second bond requirement 			will be based upon completion time being met. The bond will need to be for the 			amount of the project since if we go past the end of July date, the grant will not be 			available any longer.
	D.	If the undersigned bidder defaults the City may choose to move to the next lowest 			bidder.
	E.	The Owner shall require the Contractor to furnish a bond covering the faithful 				performance of the entire construction contract and the payment of all obligations 			arising thereunder. Premiums for this bond will be included in the Contractor’s proposal. 
	F.	Each and every Contractor and Subcontractor shall maintain all required insurance, 			including full worker’s compensation coverage during the life of the Contract and until 			the Owner has assumed the necessary insurance coverage.
	G.	Contractor shall submit one copy of coverage polices.
	H.	Contractor shall submit five original signed copies of the CIP contract to the Parks and 			Recreation Department representative.
	I.	Winning contractor will need to supply protective fencing where needed for safety 			purposes in the cost of their proposal. The park will continue to offer access to the 			ballfields while this project is under construction. Keep in mind that there will be 			times of play that could hamper construction so it will be imperative that the winning 			contractor coordinate with City Recreation Staff in regards to games and activities that 		will be going on.
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
